In addition to these two events in her 
hometown, she is finalizing an event in New York City and has also announced an event in 
Woodstock, NY where she lived from 2001 – 2006.

According to one reader, “Sometimes That Happens With Chicken…blazes beyond what we 
have come to expect from modern fiction…” and since her novel’s debut Shapiro has been 
compared to Hemingway, Salinger, Hitchcock and Burroughs.  
 
Shapiro decided to cut out all the middlemen and start her own publishing company. By 
leveraging available technology, she is proving that small really is the new big. And by bringing 
a new level of quality and professionalism to self-publishing, Shapiro is positioning herself to be 
the first literary indie sensation. She believes that with a quality manuscript, a lot of hard work, 
and the technology available today – authors of literary fiction can also break free from the 
industry that binds them.
